Children’s Sermon - Lent
Acts of God

Text – Genesis 9:8 – 17 (March 2010)
The story of the great flood when the ark Noah built saved Noah and his family is a sad story and a happy story at the same time.

The story is sad because it reminds us that sometimes things happen that upset our lives.  How would you feel if suddenly there was a flood of water that came up around the home you live in?  Sometimes things happen that may make us think that God doesn’t care or that God is angry with us.  A terrible storm or a fire or even just an accident can be very upsetting.

The story about Noah and his family in the ark is a happy story because it reminds us that even in bad times God still cares.  God directed Noah to build the ark so that he and his family would be safe.  God sent the rainbow to remind us of his promise to love and care for us.

Lutheran Disaster Response is like the ark that Noah built.  When bad things happen we work together to make things better.  Through God’s people helping each other through disasters like a flood we show each other that God cares for us.  Lutheran Disaster Response helps people prepare for and respond to all kinds of disasters like hurricanes or fires or even floods.  Like the rainbow, Lutheran Disaster Response reminds us that God cares for us.
